A hurricane is a big storm that travels across the ocean. It
is important to be ready and prepared in case a hurricane
moves toward land.
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A hurricane watch is issued if the storm might reach land
within 2 days. Make your plans and get ready!

A hurricane warning is issued 36 hours before the stormis
likely to reach land. Be ready to take action right away!
